Webquest Graph Project

You are nearing the end of your graphing project. You’ll want to finish strong, so follow these instructions:

· Have your graph ready. Save your final version on a thumb drive that you give to me before the end of the day next Tuesday (Oct. 25) for me to put on my computer so you can project it for your talk. You will have next Tuesday, Oct. 25, to work in the lab if you need it for finishing touches.

· Read this handout on giving a good presentation. Make use of the tips! We will discuss them in detail on Monday, Oct. 24.

· Plan your presentation speech. Write a speech that discusses your topic, trends that you see from your graph, and your prediction about the future of your topic. Make sure that you use note cards and have a recognizable opening (a joke, story, or anecdote to grab your audiences attention), middle (the meat of your talk about your topic, using your graph as a visual aid), and closing (don’t just fizzle out!) to your presentation. I will be checking note cards next Tuesday, so work on your speech over the long weekend.

· Practice your presentation in front of the mirror, your sibling, and your parents. Time yourself so that you are sure that you have enough material to fill 3 to 5 minutes.

· Plan your attire. Remember that you need to dress for your presentation. Like people in the business world, you want to make a good impression. The dress code for your presentation day is:

· Girls: Nice slacks or a skirt and a nice top or a dress. No t-shirts or tennis shoes or blue jeans.

· Boys: Nice slacks (Dockers or khakis or cargo pants—not blue jeans), buttoned-down shirt tucked in with a belt. Some past students have chosen to wear a coat and tie, but that is not required. No t-shirts or tennis shoes.

Most of all, remember that a presentation is NOT merely show-and-tell. You cannot stand up in front of a group without practice or planning. Take the time to prepare well!
